
 
 

Focus On: Bridle Strap 

Replacement 

 

One repair which should  be performed on 

your piano is the job of bridle strap re-

placement. The most important function of 

bridle straps is that they help to hold the ac-

tion of the piano together so that it may be 

removed and replaced in the piano without 

damage. If bridle straps are missing, servic-

ing the action is a real problem, in that re-

moval and reinstallation of the action may 

easily result in broken parts when the action 

is put back into place. 

 Since bridle straps have begun to 

break on your piano, the most effective re-

pair is to replace the entire set and have it 

done with, since they will continue to break 

over time.  For this job, the action (working 

mechanism) of the piano would need to be 

removed and transported to my shop. I  

would be glad to work with you to find a 

convenient time to schedule the work in or-

der to complete the job.  

 

                  

Further explanation of need for repair: 
 If the action of an upright piano is re-

moved for servicing and a bridle strap is bro-

ken or missing, the lower portion of the 

mechanism (the wippen) will swing down 

(left photo).  

 In such a situation, if the action re-

turned to the piano and pushed into place 

with a bit too much force, the lower flange 

can easily break from the excess pressure 

(right photo), necessitating an expensive re-

pair.
